From intimate cocktail gatherings to 

sophisticated dinners, a function set at the 

historic Sugar Wharf, overlooking the Dickson 

Inlet, is unique and quintessentially Port 

Douglas. The Cairns Cruise Liner Terminal, a 

100-year-old restored facility featuring many 

heritage features and beautiful exposed 

timbers and iron, is ideally located close to 

the Cairns Convention Centre and most city 

hotels, and preparing to welcome the addition 

of Hemingway’s Brewery in 2018, a venue 

that will only enhance this already iconic 

setting. Hidden in the rainforest are three 

tanks once used during World War II; today 

the Tanks Art Centre is an exciting event 

location with an amazing atmosphere perfect 

for functions with a difference.

Closer to Cairns, opt for the Venue at 

AJ Hackett, home to Australia’s only Bungy site, 

for an unforgettable and adrenalin-pumping 

setting or for the Cairns Botanic Gardens, where 

delegates can enjoy exclusive use of the 

extensive lawn area, surrounded by tropical 

plants and trees.
